Emergency Dismissal Procedures 

 If notification has been given to the schools that severe weather is imminent and 

students are in their “safe” spots in the school building (interior hallways, restrooms, etc), 

EVSC schools will not dismiss students to parents until the threat has passed and an all-clear 

has been given. The school’s leadership acts in loco parentis, or in other words, takes on the 

legal responsibility to provide some of the functions of a parent for the health, safety, and 

welfare of students. We believe it is the school leadership’s first priority to protect students 

and our employees. We cannot risk the safety of the majority for the convenience of a few. 

 An exception may only be made if students have not yet been moved to their “safe” 

locations and are still in their classrooms. At this time, if a parent follows the proper 

procedures in the office, a student may be released to a parent.
