Criteria to Earn Book Bucks and Book-It Coupons 
 
Reading is important at Cynthia Heights!  Again this year, we will be implementing a variety of 
programs to encourage our students to develop reading skills and foster a love for reading.  Each grade 
level has developed age appropriate criteria for earning Books Bucks and Book-It coupons.   It is 
important for our students to know their grade level expectations at the beginning of the school year.  
Start collecting your Book Bucks in September.   Book Bucks will be redeemed in May at the 
Celebration of Reading.  Other awards and incentives will be awarded for those students earning their 
maximum Book Bucks each month.  Book-It Pizza Hut coupons begin in October! 
 
Kindergarten  
Kindergarten children will earn a Book-It Pizza Hut coupon each month that a parent reads five books to them.  
In addition, each child will receive one Book Buck for every 5 books read during the month.  A child may earn 
a maximum of 3 Books Bucks per month.  The parent should return the kindergarten verification form with a 
list of the books read by the last school day of each month. 
 
First Grade 
First grade students will earn a Book-It Pizza Hut coupon each month that they read five books.  One Book 
Buck will be awarded for every five books read.  A child may earn a maximum of 3 Book Bucks per month.  
Any book will qualify for the Book Bucks.  Teachers will provide a Book Bucks form at the beginning of each 
month which should be signed by a parent and turned in by the first school day of each new month. 
 
Second Grade 
Second graders will receive one Book Buck for every 80 pages read.  Any student reading a total of 300 pages 
will receive a Book-It Pizza Hut coupon.  All books are accepted for book bucks. A maximum of three Book 
Bucks can be earned each month.  The number of pages read during the month should be totaled by the parents, 
signed and turned in by the last school day of each month. 
 
Third Grade  
Third graders will receive one Book Buck for every 100 pages read.  Students can receive 3 Book Bucks per 
month.  A Book-It Pizza Hut coupon will also be awarded with the first Book Buck earned each month.  
Accelerated Reader books are treated the same as any other book.  Children are encouraged to read books that 
are on their reading level.  Page verification forms should be completed, signed by the parent, and turned in to 
the teacher by the last school day of each month. 
 
Fourth Grade 
Accelerated Reader books are incorporated into all reading programs.  Students may earn a Book-It Pizza Hut 
coupon for reading 100 pages each month.  The student will also receive one  Book Buck for each 100 pages 
read during the month.  Each child may earn a maximum of 3 Book Bucks per month.  Page verification forms 
must be signed by the parent and turned in to the teacher by the last school day of the month. 
 
Fifth Grade 
Accelerated Reader books are incorporated into all reading programs.  However, the student must pass the AR 
test with 80% accuracy in order to count toward Book Bucks.  A student will receive one Book Buck for each 
100 pages read during the month.  Each child may earn a maximum of 3 Book Bucks per month.  A note signed 
by the parent, with the title, author, and number of pages should be turned in to the teacher by the last school 
day of each month. 
 
Please note: Books/pages read in class as part of a reading assignment do not count.  Books/pages read for 
pleasure during the school day or after school do count!  If you have questions, please ask you child’s teacher.
