Praise your Childôs Problem Solving Skills 

Praise…a fast fact from your school psychologist,   

Kashana Afifi...Praising a child’s effort on the process 

of problem solving rather than the outcome (i.e., grade) 

or his/her fixed ability increased motivation on other 

problem solving tasks. Be sure to praise your child for 

his/her perseverance, strategies, and improvement. This 

fosters motivation to learn new material. Do not praise 

for intelligence as this fosters a fixed mindset (i.e., you 

don’t need to work hard because intelligence is fixed 

and you have it). Rather praise for effort as this puts the 

child in a growth mindset (i.e., you’re developing these 

skills because you’re working hard).  (Source: Dweck,

Immunization Update for 2010 -2011 
 
With Indiana law now requiring additional vaccines for stu-
dents entering sixth through twelfth grade, the Vander-
burgh County Health Department will be offering free 
school vaccination clinics before vaccines are mandated 
this fall, for the 2010-2011 school year. 
 
New requirements include a Tdap (tetanus, diphtheria and 
whooping cough) vaccine given after the tenth birthday, 
two chickenpox vaccines (or written date of the disease) 
and a meningitis vaccine. 
 
Free vaccination clinics will be held Wednesday, May 5 
from 3:00 p.m. ï 7:00 p.m. and Thursday, May 6 from 3:00 
p.m. ï 7:00 p.m. at Central High School Gymnasium lo-
cated at 5400 First Avenue, for students who attend Van-
derburgh County Schools in the fifth, sixth, seventh, 
eighth, ninth, tenth and eleventh grade.
