	Following a rigorous bidding process from September through the receiving of bids on November 3, the Evansville Vanderburgh School Corporation tonight (11-23-09) awarded approximately $64.9 million in contracts for the new North High School-Middle School complex at its regular school board meeting tonight .
	In all, 152 bids were received, and awards made tonight went to “the lowest responsible and responsive bidders, unless specified otherwise,” said Chief Facilities Officer Pat Tuley.

	Tuley also recommended the rejection of several bids and the board approved to ask to re-bid the packages.  The rejection was necessary because the apparent low bidder, and in some cases, the second low bidder, did not meet the bid specifications. Other bids submitted for these contracts exceed the expectations and estimates of the budget. Companies bidding either did not meet specification as it relates to minority and women owned business enterprises, drug policy specifications,  proper licensure,  or did not secure a copy of the bid documents as specified.
	Bids rejected and eligible for re-bid were for Mechanical, Floor Coverings, Ceramic Tile, Lockers, Theater Rigging, Fire Protection and Library Stack Systems.
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
