Our kindergarteners, first, and second graders will 
also be taking the last set of assessments in DIBELS and Mclass Math for the year.  They have been working 
diligently toward their goals in reading and math just like their older counterparts! 
 

 You may also be hearing that we are configuring our grade levels/classes somewhat differently next 
year.  This is true!  Each grade level team has looked at their teaching strengths, the students coming to them in 
regard to their strengths and needs, and has developed a plan to meet those needs.  We are going to be cluster 
grouping students with like abilities and/or providing flexible “performance” groupings to work on specific 
skills and skill levels.  In other words, differentiating instruction to meet the needs of all students!  Our goal is 
to facilitate maximum academic growth for each student by putting them in the best learning situation possible 
to accelerate their rate of growth.  Our teams have been collaborating and using assessment data to make 
decisions about student placements.  We are excited about the opportunities these new team structures will 
provide for our students!  We are also upgrading some of our teaching materials to add more rigor and “meat” 
to our 3rd, 4th, and 5th grade curriculum.  Instead of the regular spelling book, we will be using a new workbook 
called “Word Wisdom” which is similar to Word Power materials that help students understand word meanings 
and develop vocabulary to a higher level.  You will learn more about the specifics for your child at the Meet-
the-Teacher Night in August.

Tic Bites : 
 

·  Prevent tic bites.  Wear light-colored 
clothing (easier to see tic crawling), long-
sleeve shirt and pants when out in the 
woods or tall grass.  Have your socks up 
over your pants to prevent tics from crawling 
up your socks. 

·  Use tic repellent on top of your clothes.  
After being out, remove clothing in garage 
to keep from bringing possible tics inside 
your house. 

·  Examine yourself for small deer tics (looks 
like a freckle) and dog tics.  Inspect your 
whole body including your hair.  Shower. 

·  Use tic treatment on your pets, as directed 
and inspect your pets. 

·  If a tic has been embedded (chewing parts 
in the skin), remove tic carefully making 
sure that all the head and mouth chewing 
parts are removed and call your physician to 
help prevent lymes disease. 

 
Poison Ivy:  
 

·  Learn to identify the leaves of poison ivy, 
oak, and sumac.  A general rule is leaves of 
three, let them be. 

·  If going out into the woods, dress as above 
with the tic prevention.  Wear a long-sleeve 
shirt, long pants, and gloves.  Spray clothing 
with prevention spray.  When removing 
clothing, take off in garage and avoid pulling 
clothes to come in contact with skin, 
especially the face when removing a shirt. 

·  Bathe immediately on coming inside.  A 
poison ivy reaction usually takes a day or 
two to appear, although it could take as little 
as a few hours or as much as 7-10 days. 

·  While some people experience a reaction to 
poison ivy the first time they have contact 
with it, it commonly requires several 
exposures to the plant before someone 
develops adverse effects.  Thus, don’t 
assume that you are immune to poison ivy 
just because you’ve never had problems 
with it in the past.
