How can you help your child improve his or 
her social skills? 

Praise children when they behave correctly. 
Model good social skills while interacting with the child 

AND with other adults. 
Communicate between home and school. 
Focus on all age groups, even your little one, because 

the earlier the better!

work on different skills for each of your children.
