An even boy-girl balance

A full range of aptitudes within each class

An even proportion of abilities and learning styles across the classes at each grade level

An equal number of pupils in each class on a grade level

Students with an IEP may be clustered together within the grade level as appropriate

Students identified as high ability may be clustered together within the grade level as appropriate

Once these factors have been considered, teachers begin to build a class of children who show promise of
working well together.
