Dear Parents, 
 
 We are off to a great start in 2010!  The first meeting of our Accelerated Reader (AR) Club was held 
on January 14th.  All of our students in grades 1 through 5 have had the opportunity to work toward membership 
by reading, taking tests, and earning a designated number of points, depending on the accuracy and difficulty of 
the books they read.  This year for membership in the club, 1st and 2nd graders had to earn 25 points or more and 
upper grade students in  3rd, 4th, and 5th grade needed 75 points.  They had lots of books to choose from as we 
went on-line and now have access to thousands of books! 
 
 I continue to be amazed and impressed by the enthusiasm shown by our “little readers.”  Many of our 
students exceeded the number of points needed to be in the club.  And, they are still reading!  We had 68 
students qualifying for the club! 
  
 I want to recognize Mrs. Joyce Lewis, Mrs. Cinda Lacer, and Mr. Robin Courtney for getting our 
first club meeting organized.  New students may join us any month they earn their points.  As a reward, for 
every 25 points earned, dog tags with different reading themes  will be given to the students to wear on a 
necklace to show their level of achievement!  They will also receive a special treat.  We are always looking for 
ways to make learning fun!  Please encourage your child to take part in this great reading program.  We are 
looking for lots of new members in February!

With the very cold air upon us now, our heaters 
are running more.  This of course dries out our 
skin.  Please help and remind the children of 
the following: 
 

·  Wash the skin with soap and water. 
·  Rinse the skin thoroughly. 
·  Pat the skin all the way dry. 
·  Do not leave moisture on the skin and 

then go out in the cold air – this causes 
chapped skin. 

·  Apply moisturizing lotion to the skin 
daily, especially after bathing and hand 
washing, after skin is completely dry. 

·  Inspect knuckles and facial cheeks for 
dry, cracked skin. 

·  If cracked, it is okay to apply Vaseline – 
avoid perfumed lotions if skin is cracked.
