
PRINCIPAL’S PEN 
 

I would like to thank all of our families for following the EVSC 
guidelines for keeping our Falcons healthy during the flu season. 
Please remember to: 

Be alert to symptoms (fever, cough, sneezing, muscle aches, 
for example), wash hands frequently, and stay home 
and consult with your doctor if you are ill. Please know 
that in addition to the H1N1 flu, there also are cases of 
seasonal flu and allergies occurring. 

Teachers and others in the schools will remind students 
frequently of basic hygiene that can help prevent the 
spread of germs such as washing hands frequently; 
sneezing or coughing into a tissue or arm; keep hands 
away from eyes, nose and mouth; and staying home if 
you are ill. 

Students in K-12 and staff members are be encouraged to 
wash their hands or use a hand sanitizer often during 
the school day. Hand sanitizer is available in all schools. 
Teachers will clean often touched areas of their class-
rooms with sanitizing wipes periodically throughout 
the day. 

The schools will continue normal cleaning routines in the 
buildings and implement additional cleaning routines 
for buses. Note: The virus does not survive for ex-
tended periods of time on surfaces. 

Students or staff who feel ill (flu symptoms OR any other 
symptoms) are strongly encouraged to stay home and 
consult with their doctors. If a student has a tempera-
ture of 100˚ or higher, they must be fever free for 24 
hours without medication before returning to school. 
When calling the Fairlawn attendance line please re-
member to state the reason for the absence & symp-
toms. The secretary & nurse are tracking this informa-
tion. Homework can be picked up after 2:45 p.m. if it is 
requested before 9:00 a.m. 

Students and staff members who exhibit flu-like symptoms 
during the school day will be seen by the school nurse 
or other school official and their families will be noti-
fied. 

The Vanderburgh County Health Dept. is partnering with the 
EVSC to host an H1N1 vaccination clinic for children and young 
adults from 6 months to 24 years of age and caregivers of chil-
dren less than 6 months of age on Tues., Nov 17th at Central 
High School, 5400 First Ave. between the hours of 3:30 p.m. to  
7 p.m. There is no charge for the vaccine. Individuals do not 
have to be an EVSC student to be vaccinated. Individuals who 
have been ill within 24 hours before the clinic should not attend. 
Children under the age of 18 yrs. must be accompanied by a 
parent or guardian or have a written note of authorization.

Violence in the Media éa fast fact from your school psy-
chologist, Kashana AfifiéResearch has confirmed that 
seeing a lot of violence on television, in the movies, and 
in video games can have a negative effect on children. 
As a parent, you can control the amount of violence your 
children see in the media by e.g., monitor what your chil-
dren watch or what videogames they play; limit TV time 
to 1-2 hours per day; talk to them about violence they 
have seen on the screen, how painful that would be in 
real life, and the serious consequences of violence, pro-
viding them with alternative ways of problem-solving.

STATISTICS: 

34% of children entering Kindergarten cannot identify 
the letters of the alphabet. 

18% of children entering Kindergarten do not know to 
read from left to right. 

38% of fourth grade students read below the ex-
pected level. 

The average student learns about 3,000 new words 
per year (8 words per day) 

50% of American adults are unable to read an 8th 
grade level book. 

Good readers may read 10 times as many words as 
poor readers during school. 

Only 53% of children ages 3-5 were read to daily by 
a family member. 

21 million Americans canÐt read at all. 
As you can see, the statistics are alarming!!!  Reading at 
home and at school is very important.  Why not turn off 
the television and have a family reading night?  Knowledge 
about the importance of reading, and the love for literacy 
can develop only through experience.  Children should own 
books, have access to books, and should be read to often 
in order to increase the love of reading.  Reading at home 
helps children do better in school and in life.  Help your 
child get their own library cards and let them pick out 
their own books.  Our message to parents is to READ, 
READ, READ.  If all parents will read with their children 
20-30 minutes a day it would make a powerful differ-
ence!
