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News from the Nurse

The weather is turning colder and that means cold and flu season is ahead. Please be sure your child is wearing his/her jacket to school every day. It is also a good idea to put the child’s name on items in case they are lost. Remind your child not to share personal items such as hats and jackets.

The nurse’s office does not have an adequate supply of clothing to loan to students in the event of emergencies.  For that reason, each student is asked to keep a complete change of clothing in their locker for as needed use. The younger children here often have toileting accidents which require clothing changes, but all grade levels have events such as nosebleeds, cafeteria spills, vomiting, etc. which also require changing.  Please send the clothing as soon as possible. Storing some extra clothing in their lockers will prevent a call to parents to bring these items to school.

If your child is ill, please notify the office by 9:00am. It is school policy that students must be free of fever and vomiting for 24 hours before they can return to school.

Most importantly, each student MUST have current emergency contact information on file at the school.  If your personal information has changed and you have not notified the school, please do so as soon as possible. If you need a new emergency card to complete, please notify either myself or the school secretary, Mrs. Mann, and one will be sent home with your child. We can also update information over the phone, if needed.
