Self -Control ...a fast fact from your school psycholo-
gist, Kashana Afifi...Young children may have diffi-
culty maintaining self-control.  Here are some tips to 
help increase a childôs self-control.  Teach children to 
take a break when they begin to feel out of control or 
angry.  Also provide opportunities to teach children 
when it is appropriate to interrupt others. Show them 
what to observe in a conversation and when it is ap-
propriate to begin talking.  Providing opportunities for 
positive attention will help eliminate children feeling 
ñstarvedò for attention and reduce their need to inter-
rupt or lose control to gain attention. (Source:
