Notes from Nurse Voegel

With the very cold air upon us now, our heaters are
running more. This of course dries out our skin.
Please help and remind children of the following:

Wash the skin with soap and water.

Rinse the skin thoroughly.

Pat the skin all the way dry.

Do not leave moisture on the skin and then
go out in the cold air — this causes chapped
skin.

Apply moisturizing lotion to the skin (make
sure not allergic to) daily, especially after
bathing and hand washing after skin is
completely dry.

Inspect knuckles and facial cheeks for dry,
cracked skin.

If cracked, it is okay to apply Vaseline —
avoid perfumed lotions if skin is cracked.
You can also apply Vaseline to the lips.
Also, this is the time of year where we see
more nosebleeds due to heaters running
more. Try to keep the air moist by sitting
containers of water around for
humidification or a cool mist vaporizer at the
bed side at bed time.
